The general assembly of the African Crop Science Society (ACSS) decided in Egypt that the next conference in 2009 will be in South Africa – Cape Town .   On behalf of the Board of the ACSS and the local organizing committee of South Africa we cordially invite you to attend the next conference. 

1.         Cape Town . 

Cape Town is the mother city of South Africa , nestling on the slopes of the world famous sight at the south western tip of Africa – Table Mountain .   It lies between the looming crags of the Mountain and the deep blue sea of Table Bay .    Cape Town is the legislative capital of the country.   The city and its surroundings are blessed with an abundance of natural beauty, including the bulk of the indigenous plants of the Cape floral kingdom.   It is further blessed with a mild Mediterranean climate – long dry summers and cool wet winters 

2.         Date of the Conference.

3.         Transportation.   
The Cape Town Airport , for domestic and international flights, is 40 km from the city.   A shuttle service will be operating between the airport and hotels. 

4.         Accommodation

5.         Scientific Programme.

6.         Excursions and field trips. 
Field trips with a research background will take place on the Wednesday afternoon.

7.         Registration.
